More important is the ability of coaches to deliver our coaching sessions to the children in 
fun, engaging and interesting ways. Your ability to create a safe and supportive learning 
environment that nurtures and grows our young people, developing life skills that go 
beyond gymnastics. We are looking for coaches who are comfortable with and the ability to 
work with a diverse spectrum of gymnasts and coaches.  
 
This position is ideal for people who are available in the later part of the day to coach 
classes from 3.30pm onwards, and/or weekend.  
 
The right person will have opportunities to grow and develop into a leadership role. There 
will be support to gain gymnastic-specific coaching qualifications and ongoing personal 
development. There will be opportunities to work in other programmes to potentially 
increase weekly coaching hours.
